If your child was issued with a lap top during 

lockdown, please return it to the school office as 

soon as possible.  As per the agreement parents 

signed, these laptops were on loan during the 

lockdown period and remain the property of the 

school. 

School Dinners 
On Monday 8 March we will be on Week 2 of the 

school dinner menu. If your child is attending school 

and you would like them to have a school dinner, 

there will be a charge of £2.20 per day for children in 

Years 3, 4, 5 and 6 (unless your child is entitled to free 

school meals). 

Breakfast and After School Clubs 
Breakfast and After School Club will be providing 

wrap around care again from Monday 8 March. If you 

need to access childcare before or after school for the 

remaining weeks of the Spring Term, please book via

Food Vouchers 
For those children who are entitled to free school 

meals, the local authority food voucher scheme has 

ended and parents should have received their last 

voucher on Thursday 4 March.  These children will 

now return to receiving a free meal in school.  If a 

bubble should close due to COVID, we will provide a 

food voucher for that limited time period.  The local 

authority may decide to issue food vouchers for the 

Easter Holidays and we will keep parents updated. 

Lateral Flow Testing 

All staff in school now take tests for COVID, which 

helps to identify staff who maybe asymptomatic. The 

government has now offered household testing for 

families whose children access education or 

childcare.  Primary school pupils will not be asked to 

test at this time, however tests are available for the 

adults in the household.
