Year 3 — Spring 1 Learning Journey

Reading

This term we going to be reading a historical first-person fictional narrative called
‘Roman Diary’ by Richard Platt. When lliona is captured by pirates and sold as a slave
to a Roman family, her world changes forever! The children will discover how people
lived nearly 2000 years ago and how it felt to be at the centre of the most powerful
empire on Earth! Each week, we will be focusing on a different reading strategy to
develop our reading skills. Some of the reading strategies we will be focusing on are:

- Predicting

- Questioning

- Making Connections
- Clarifying

- Inference

- Summarising

Maths

Week 1 —the children will revisit place value, spec , Ut MARY
ordering and comparing numbers up to 1000.

Week 2 — the will children will consolidate their skills in
addition and subtraction using a variety of written methods
Week 3 —the children will focus on applying multiplication
with and without regrouping and dividing using short
division.

Week 4 — the children will be identifying fractions of objects
and comparing fractions with different denominators.
Week 5 — the children will be adding and subtracting
fractions.

Week 6 — the children will be identifying acute, obtuse and
right angles

Writing

In English, pupils will continue to use the ‘Write Stuff’ approach, to build texts by
carefully creating a series of sentences, using different ‘lenses’.

The children will be working on sentence stacking for a diary based on the story
‘Escape from Pompeii’ by Christina Balit. They will also write their own adventure
story, based on the events from ‘Roman Diary’, our reading text for this term.
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During the last week of each unit, the children will be asked to complete an
independent writing task. Furthermore, the children will be focusing on punctuation,
speech, fronted adverbials, paragraphs and sentence structures.

PE

In PE, the children will be focusing on Dance, using simple
movement patterns that they can build upon and Tennis,
become familiar with holding the racket to receive the ball
efficiently.
